The Cutino Park Improvement Project was designed for better community use, code 
compliance, and sustainability. After over three years of community input and project 
development, Seaside broke ground in November of 2018. Nine months of construction later, 
Seaside is proud to re-present Cutino Park to the community with a new multi-use turf field, 
Seaside’s first skate park, upgraded restrooms, concession stands, storage facilities as well as 
ADA upgrades for pathways, entrances and viewing areas.  

This is a free event open to the public that aims to showcase the versatility of the newly 
renovated park. There will be a community pick-up soccer game and softball game to launch 
the new turf field. On The Beach Surf Shop will be sponsoring a Skate Jam to celebrate 
Seaside’s first skate park, starting at approximately 12 PM. There will also be food vendors on 
site and giveaways to commemorate the day.
